The Bryant Stevens Band
(BSB) and Jimi V and
Screamin’ John (Jx2) repre-
sented KBS at the Interna-
A tional Blues Competition in the
band and solo-duo venues,
respectively. BSB played at
Superior Bar with nine other
competing bands while Jx2
played at Wet Willie's down
the street with nine other acts
both Wednesday, February 2
and Thursday, February 3 in
the quarter final competition.

Unfortunately, weather pre-
vented several band and solo-
duo contestants from getting to
Memphis and enjoying their
opportunity to be in the competition. Otherwise, the competition was well attended and all of the locations were packed
to the seams with people moving in and out of venues each night enjoying listening to players from all over the world.
The weather was not friendly during the competition with temperatures dipping down to the low 20’s and wind chill fac-
tors making it feel like you weren't wearing 5 layers of clothing.

BSB is led by Cole Stevens, guitar and vocals, with Dana Bryant, vocals, Low Hale, keyboard, Mark Hodge, bass and
Phil Longo, drums and vocals.

Jimi V and Screamin’ John are: Jimi Vallandingham, vocals and harmonica, and John Hawkins, guitar and vocal shouter.

IBC’'s 110 bands, 80 solo/duo acts, 30 youth acts, 700 musicians and 510 performances representing 40 states and 13
countries in four days and five nights in four blocks of Beale Street was quite the awesome sight. Everyone arrived win-
ners and everyone left winners. There was so much talent in a small area that you felt the vitality and energy of the play-
ers everywhere you went. From BB Kings to the New Daisy Theatre came men and women who could play the Blues in
many different styles giving the impression that there is no right or wrong way to sing and play the blues.

All of the musicians in BSB’s venue were friendly and personable, everyone enjoying networking with their peers. Busi-
ness cards were traded, handshakes shared and friendly banter heard everywhere. Camaraderie was shared among the
players and groups who attended similar to what you might see with sports teams. It was friendly, fun and fantastic.

Jimi V and Screamin’ John made the trip into the semifinals
on Friday at King's Palace and played to a packed house.
Each time they played they impressed the audience and
made new fans. It was an honor to have supported them
through their journey in the competition.

Stella Vees hosted their usual jam at Blues Hall next door to
Rum Boogies and on Saturday the place was filled with play-
ers from Kentucky. In fact, there were eight Louisville players
on the stage strutting their stuff at one time at the end of the
jam.

If you want the Beale Street experience, lots of great blues,
awesome people and a whole lot of fun, you would be best
served to visit Memphis during IBC in February. Cold or not —
it was the place to be.

Stacy Mitchhart
Live From B.B. King's
indieExtreme/Dr. Sam Records

About 80 minutes of high quality live blues music makes up Stacy Mitchhart's latest CD, recorded in mid-
March 2010 in Nashville, Tennessee's B.B. King's Blues Club. Mitchhart's fans, of which there are many, will
instantly recognize what's coming from the introduction--plenty of soulful, funky, Chicago-meets-Memphis
blues carried on a smoothly delivered, slightly gritty voice and excellent guitar backed up with horns, keyboard

SIS RTTCEATERSND and tight rhythm section.

Live From B.B. King's

Seven original songs are on this set list, and although this is definitely a blues recording, Mitchhart, as is his habit, plays as if he ain't
got 'em. He is one musician who can deliver a traditionally melancholy-at-best genre and do it in an upbeat kind of way. He's skillfully
supported by an excellent band, with the addition on a few tunes of Nashville's noteworthy singer Bekka Bramlett.

A couple of tunes need to receive special mention: Track seven "I Drink Whiskey" is the real deal--basic blues very skillfully executed
as Mitchhart's guitar really rings on this one. This one burns through the floor--slowly. "Travelin' Blues" (track nine), starts out with a
"quick-pickin™ lighthearted kind of melody, almost country in flavor, and segues into some fat-toned wicked slidework. A four-minute-
plus instrumental, this tune could get the vote for best of the list. The only drawback is that it should go on for several more minutes...

Overall, a "typical" Mitchhart set--and that, as always, is a very good thing.

Shane Pruitt Band

State of Grace
Self-Published

One thing you'll notice about this CD is Shane Pruitt, the lead vocalist, guitarist and sometimes-drummer.
Yes, of course--it's his band, joined by the core group of vocalist and keyboardist Jim Peterman and drum-
mer/percussionist/vocalist Bill Fletcher. The leader is usually featured. Given.

Pruitt at times vocally resembles Delbert McClinton, or, maybe, Jimmy Hall. Then, on the title track, Gregg
Allman...??? (More on this tune in a minute). Versatile, isn't he? He's also an accomplished guitarist and a

pretty good drummer.

Lest we get the picture of a one-man-band, don't forget his bandmates--skilled also in their craft. They're joined by no less than eight
others who play various and sundry horns, guitars, and percussion. There are also a couple of pretty fair female backup singers, too.

This isn't an easily classifiable recording. The 11 tunes could, arguably, be said to fit best into a Memphis-meets-Chicago kind of bin.
Half of them are original or co-written.

The two best tunes, by far are the title track and "Sallie Mae." The former, coming in at just under six minutes, is an Allmanesque feel-
good kind of mid-tempo tune with a nice flow and featuring Eleanor Underhill and Molly Rose Reed's sweet vocals and Peterman's
southern-rock style keyboards. "Sallie Mae" features Roosevelt Collier on sacred steel. This tune is a strong, up-tempo, bouncy
stomp carried on the rhythm section and the roar of Collier's lap slide. The mostly-instrumental is broken up by effects-distorted vo-
cals.

This band could bear watching for future recordings. Hope-
fully, Mr. Collier and those support singers will feature even
more prominently. That would make for one great CD.

playing ability goes way beyond that. He has played with/studied under a lot of famous blues
harp players (James Cotton, Jason Ricci) and several big acts. | was looking forward to hearing
the rest of the CD.

Then the second song came on and | had to immediately go to the third song. The second song is an instrumental ver-
sion of “Midnight Rider” by Greg Allman with Allman’s vocals replaced with harp, and included a lot of violin music.

The song “Misty Muse” reminded me of sitting around the campfire in the old west (except for the horns of course).

The first non-instrumental blues song on the CD, #6, called “Why Are People Like That?” is actually a pretty good song
with plenty of harp, good vocals by Victor Wainright, and a good guitar solo. Song #7 is a Muddy Waters cover called
“Louisiana Blues”, again with vocals, but not as stand-out as the previous song. Songs #6 through 9 are pretty good
blues songs, then comes # 10--“Greensleeves”- thumbs down on this one.

The last few songs are good songs that showcase Gaunt’s harp playing ability.

If Gaunt would delete about 4 songs off the CD, | could recommend it to the harp lover. His choice of songs needs some
refinement for me to be able to recommend the CD. | would look for him in future releases since he is young and is only
going to get better and if he finds the right songs, I'll buy the next one.

Right off the bat, it can be noted this is not a blues CD. Get that out of the way. However, upon
listening to this Elizabethtown-based band's dark, sometimes spooky, melancholy and rootsy mu-
sic, it's clear they've got the blues in them. And, as will be noted, a few songs on this 10-song re-
cording do qualify.

Mamakitty Southwood (there's gotta be a story in that name somewhere) is Kim Weber on lead
vocals, harmonies and rhythm guitar; Mark DeWitt on lead vocals and harmonies, rhythm guitar and harmonica; Pat
Mclintyre on drums and percussion; Dwayne Spears plays bass and handles some percussion chores and Tom Yerkey
is the band's lead guitarist and also helps out on rhythm as well.

It's always tempting to compare; and in comparisons, thus giving someone unfamiliar with the music under review some
kind of idea about what they're going to be listening to. This group is unique. Having said that, though, shades of the
Cowboy Junkies and singer-songwriter Kelly Joe Phelps come to mind, due to the trend toward the melancholy and
brooding atmosphere and the gritty male vocals just to name a couple of things. An excellent counterpart is Weber's
rich, more open, at times slightly breathy vocals. She proves she can sing lead and do backup chores equally well.

The Blues...haven't forgotten that. Two tunes fit like a glove: "Cactus Annie" and "Runnin' to Stand Still." Listening to
them will make it obvious right away. And lyrically, it fits, too--and also provides a testament to the songwriting ability of
both DeWitt and Weber--and it was Weber who penned these words: "Woke up at 5 a.m. to write a letter to you/It was
the only end of the candle left to burn/And burning all my candles down, that's what | do/Sometimes | wonder, will | ever
learn?/I'm runnin to stand, stand still/Watchin' the time get killed/Right in front of me/You'd think I'd stop runnin to see/
And | know you're waiting there/Feels like ten thousand miles away/I'll Stopping my runnin today..."

This is a very good band. It would be interesting to see them record a full-on blues CD. Now, there's a thought: blues
band writes excellent lyrics. Hmmmmm
